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Elementary Business English: The contents of this course are closely related to
international business activities. It focuses on the application of the language and language
skills related to international business activities and business negotiations. The course
objectives are: to help students to be familiarized with the business English
notions/themes/topic areas, functions, situations/contexts, skills, text-types, formats,
vocabulary, features and communication strategies in the work place; to enhance students'
readiness for the world of work and to help you to take maximum advantage of your
higher education to achieve career and personal development; to offer opportunity to
develop students' all-round capabilities. The topics: World of Work; Personal and
professional details; Work in progress; Making arrangements; Company biography;
Company performances; International business; Career choices; Business Travel; Travel
arrangements.
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The purpose of this class is to teach students about relevant periods of world cinema and
what theories and concepts helped inform important films in the 20th century. This a film
history course that will cover theories of aesthetics and the philosophies of periods and
individual filmmakers. Relevant films will be shown in class and evaluated based on their
particular characteristics, history, and plotlines.Class will include lectures and group
discussions in which students engage in material brought up in class. Readings available on
blackboard or in the book will be done outside of class.
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International Trade Theory and Practice is a content-based course designed to introduce
global world trade aspects to students. This course deals with the theory and practice of
international trade and of trade-related policies, and aims to prepare students with
essential knowledge of basic international trade theories and to equip them with the
complete concepts about the procedures of international trade. Topics include the
economic basis of international trade, theory of tariff and non-tariff barriers, composition
and pattern of world trade, and developments in trade theory and policy. Upon successful
completion of this course, students will be able to connect themselves with the
international trade system, develop confidence and ability in analyzing international
economic issues by applying relevant theories, have an overall knowledge of basic duties
and responsibilities of different parties involved (mainly buyer and seller) in an international
transaction, familiarize themselves with international rules and practice.
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International business etiquette and negotiation is an elective course for English majors
and is designed to assist students who wish to study business, finance, economics or
commerce majors or for any students who may be working in an international company or
place in their future profession. The course introduces students to the dos, taboos, and
how-tos of international business etiquette standards and the theory and practice of
international business negotiation, exploring how to integrate proper business etiquette
practices into specific international business negotiation scenarios. The topics cover basic
and advanced principles in business etiquette, the etiquette requirements for meeting,
entertaining, telephone, and internet business interaction scenarios, essentials of
negotiation and advanced negotiation skills. By the end of the semester students will have
developed an understanding of international business etiquette and practiced international
business negotiation skills suitable to all businesses trading or working off-shore.
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Elementary English (1) : this course aims to improve students' ability of reading
comprehension by means of basic language training , to enlarge the vocabulary and
familiar with common English sentence patterns, with basic oral and written expression
ability: improve students' listening, speaking, reading, writing and translation skills, for
students to rise to the upper stage of the language. This course teaches the basic language
knowledge, including pronunciation, grammar, vocabulary and discourse structure, and
trains the basic language skills through the text study and explanation, as well as the
necessary exercises, it includes listening, speaking, reading and writing, training students'
ability of communication, guiding learning methods and developing students' ability of
logical thinking.
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The purpose of this course is to prepare you for college-level English academic standards,
and prepare you to study in a foreign university, if you choose to do so. Its main purpose is
to give you a stronger foundation in comprehensive English skills (reading, writing,
speaking, and listening) and develop your confidence using a greater range of vocabulary
and grammar at the beginner college level.
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This subject identifies and explores the nature of Canadian society. It will provide students
with an understanding of the geography, history and people of Canada and how these
factors have shaped the political, social, cultural, economic and political institutions that
characterize the Canadian way of life. Through the study of Canadian society, a window
onto the wider English -speaking world is opened up.
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Business Communication will provide students with communication principles, concepts,
and techniques which are essential components for effective organizational behavior in
oral and written communication situations. The course helps prepare the students for
professions at the international business environment through developing their hard and
soft skills with authentic cases, examples, documents, etc. used in businesses and
corporations for “real-world” business application. Specific areas of communication to be
covered include interpersonal communication, intercultural communication, conflict
management and negotiation, written communication, and oral communication. Special
attention is also given to cross-cultural communication skills that help prepare the students
for participation in a global environment.
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This course is a major course for English majors and occupies an important position in the
professional curriculum system. The course content includes the basic concepts, basic
characteristics, standardization and research methods of English academic papers, and
highlights the basic norms and writing skills of English academic paper writing. The course
is designed to help students acquire the ability to choose and organize research materials
for dissertation writing through the study of course-related content; train students to take
notes in academic papers, write comments after reading, and develop academic writing
skills at all stages of dissertation writing, including dissertation Statements, outlines,
introductions, literature reviews, methodology and conclusions, etc.; initially train students
to engage in academic research ideas and research methods.
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The purpose of this course is to cultivate students' ability to read, appreciate and
understand original English literature, and master the basic knowledge and methods of
literary criticism. At the same time, through reading and analyzing British and American
literature works, students can enhance their understanding of Western literature and
culture, and improve their basic language skills and humanistic quality. This course aims to
give students a general understanding of the formation and development of British and
American literature.
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Public speaking and Debate: Principles of effective oral communication including delivery,
organization, content, and stress management. A functional approach to effective
speaking, with practical application in: informative, impromptu, and persuasive
speeches.This course is designed for students who have an intermediate level of English.
Students should have an interest in politics, sociology, and public affairs, as well as curiosity
when it comes to global news. In short, this course will teach students how to form and
present an argument on either side of a debate motion, following the British Parliamentary
debate procedure. The Ccourse objectives are: to improve students' ability to write
effective English public speeches; too improve student's ability to deliver English public
speeches; to improve their skills of intercultural communication; to improve their ability to
think critically and to apply the skills of critical thinking to the analysis of public discourse;
to improve their ability to listen effectively to public speeches; to improve their ability to
utilize research skills and strategies.
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The purpose of this course is to introduces different language teaching methods. The term
of 'language teaching method” here refers to a coherent set of links between actions and
thoughts in language teaching, such as “The Grammar-Translation Method”, "The Direct
Method”, “The Audio-Lingual Method”, “Community Language Learning” and “Total
Physical Response”. In this course,students will: Understand different language teaching
methods; Uncover the thoughts that guide your own actions as a teacher. Understand a
variety of teaching and a learning techniques.
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Audio-Visual-Oral English II:This course is the base of English audio-visual skills, the main
teaching task is visual and audio training and oral expression and output training; This
course aims at creating a suitable context for the students to learn the English audio-visual
skills and the related language knowledge through the mixed teaching mode and the task-
based teaching mode, help the learners to master the skills and strategies of reading,
listening, memorizing and oral expression, and further improve the English audio-visual
ability. The course helps students develop a correct outlook on the world, life and values
while learning language knowledge. This course is also an audio-visual-oral skill-based
course at the basic stage of English.

Listening and Speaking II: This course is an intermediate-level course designed to improve
students’ abilities to listen to and speak everyday English. This class will create an English
learning environment in which students will learn to communicate freely and effectively.
Instructions, questions, and answers will be given in English. Students will improve their
speaking and listening skills by completing textbook and external source tasks and actively
speaking in English through classroom activities involving group work, pair work, and one-
on-one communication with their instructor. Textbook topics include, but are not limited
to, personalities, habits, lifestyle, meeting people, travel, and problem-solving. All chapters
will consist of exercises constructed to help students improve in the four critical areas of
effective oral communication: fluency, accuracy, pronunciation, and intonation.
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English Stylistics: Stylistics is a branch of linguistics that applies the theory and
methodology of modern linguistics to the study of style. In a much broader sense, it deals
with studying all kinds of writing/varieties of English. The course aims to help students of
English develop and enhance stylistic appreciation of a wide range of text types (literary
and non-literary, including oratory, science prose, news reports, and many more). This, in
turn, is expected to contribute to students’ stylistic flexibility and repertoire as language
users. The students are taking the course work systematically through all the language
levels to identify and familiarize themselves with various expressive means and stylistic
devices found in English. Using linguistic tools, students learn how to look for and interpret
stylistic dimensions of a text. As part of the course, the functional styles of the English
language are explored in terms of their characteristic features and typical contexts so that,
as a result, students can make informed and conscious choices between stylistic and
linguistic alternatives in their speech and writing.
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English Stylistics and Rhetoric: This course mainly teaches the basic principles of English
rhetoric and its application, as well as the language style characteristics of various English
styles. It aims to guide learners to fully understand the stylistic features, stylistic styles,
rhetorical requirements and skills of English, to understand the English style in essence, to
master the rhetorical means and linguistic features of various styles, to be familiar with
various rhetorical devices and functions of various English styles, to master the '
conventions ' and variations in language use and their rules in various styles, to improve
the rhetorical and stylistic awareness in language use, and to enable learners to have a
certain level of literary criticism and analysis and appreciation of various styles.Through the
study of this course, learners can systematically understand the causes of English rhetoric
and its important role in improving language expression, enhance their understanding of
English and improve their communicative ability to use English properly. Learn to start from
the rhetorical point of view, from the English language phenomenon, analyze its
connotation, and initially grasp the methods of research, analysis and comparison of the
language of various styles. Master various major rhetorical means to improve the ability to
use English in practice and the ability to understand and appreciate English style.
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Introduction to Literature in English: The literary tradition of a language provides an
invaluable glimpse into the thoughts, social norms,and historical evolution of the culture
shared by the speakers of that language. By introducing students to major works in English
and American literary history and providing them a framework through which to
understand those works, | hope to inspire a deeper appreciation for the artistic potential
and accomplishments of the English language. The course objectives are: Developing
students ' ability to read, understand and appreciate native English by learning literary
knowledge and reading English short stories, poetry and drama; Mastering the basic
knowledge and methods of literary criticism; Enhancing students ' understanding of
Western literature and culture; To inspire students to understand and think about the life
and society reflected in literature; To broaden students ' thinking and improve their basic
language skills and humanistic qualities through literary reading.
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The English Language and Literature | surveys the history and development of English
literature from the earliest time to the present. The first part surveys the period between
Old English (Anglo-Saxon literature and the Renaissance, the second from the Restoration
(1660) to the present. Major inspirations as well as the prominent writers that affected the
development of the literature will be discussed. By the end of this course, successful
students will be able to appreciate and enjoy a wide range of literary or creative texts and
other related cultural forms, to develop their capacity for critical thinking, creativity, self-
expression, personal growth, empathy and cultural understanding, and to enhance their
awareness of the relationship between literature and society.
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The English Language and Literature Il examines novels, short stories, and essays written
in or translated into English from all parts of the world, allowing you to think about
literature in English in multiligual and global contexts across time. Studying this course
involves the development of sophisticated/advanced reading skills and of an ability to
place literacy texts in their wider intellectual and historical contexts. The course is intended
to introduce students to a range of texts from different periods, styles and genres, to
develop in students the ability to engage in close, detailed analysis of individual texts and
make relevant connections and the powers of expression, both in oral and written
communication, and to encourage, through the study of texts, an appreciation of the
different perspectives of people from other cultures, and how these perspectives construct
meaning.
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The literary tradition of a language provides an invaluable glimpse into the thoughts, social
norms,and historical evolution of the culture shared by the speakers of that language. By
introducing students to major works in English and American literary history and providing
them a framework through which to understand those works, | hope to inspire a deeper
appreciation for the artistic potential and accomplishments of the English language.
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Reading and Writing Il: This class aims to build a comprehensive understanding of reading
skills and vocabulary in English. The skills taught will not only help students comprehend
what they read better but also aid them in the critical interpretation of the text. These skills
include finding the main idea and topic sentences, paraphrasing and summarizing
passages, interpreting meaning in context, skimming/ scanning articles, analyzing the
author’s purpose, recognizing synonyms/antonyms, and memorizing essential vocabulary.
The second aim of the course is to help students achieve intermediate linguistic
competence in English writing while developing a balance of language skills that will allow
them to perform the writing tasks relevant to their second semester of study. The course is
designed to prepare students for the challenges they will face future.
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An Introduction to Linguistics” is a compulsory basic course for Chinese language and
literature majors. It studies the nature, structure and evolution of language, as well as the
relationship between language and characters. Through the study of this course, students
can systematically master the basic concepts, basic theories and basic knowledge of
linguistics, and lay the necessary theoretical foundation for improving the level of language
theory, further study and in-depth study of other language courses.
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
